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Interested in the Catholic Faith? - Someone has asked you about the Faith? You 
know they are interested.  You are the one to invite them or bring them to speak 
with Fr Jim OSM or any of the Team.  The course beginning in the Autumn - is 
well structured and enjoyable.  Everyone is involved and everyone’s difference and 
experience is valued and respected.  This is also an ideal reintroduction for 
Catholics who have been away from practice for years.  Welcome back!  It’s up to 
all of us to welcome people back home into the Faith - into Hope and Love. 
Reception of Holy Communion - In line with the diocesan policy, we have 
suspended the use of the chalice. We know that many in our faith community who 
have received under both kinds over many years - will miss the richness and power 
of that fullness of grace and life.  Thank you for your faithfulness and your 
patience.  The problem is quite simple - and it rests in the transfer of saliva.  We 
encourage everyone to receive in the hand - knowing that you - (yes, you!) are a 
TEMPLE of the Holy Spirit!  What? What are the implications of that statement? 
You don’t mean, “The Holy Spirit actually lives in me? - You couldn’t”! 
Do note - If you continue to receive the host on the tongue - please open your 
mouth and put your tongue out - so that the host can be easily placed on it.  Too 
many people come forward to receive and scarcely open their mouth. 
Parish Repository - Do you stop to see what is available?  There are medals, 
rosaries, holy water fonts etc on sale.  Jobs are advertised in the Catholic Press and 
in the TABLET.  This weekend you will find Pope Benedict’s new encyclical letter 
“CHARITY IN TRUTH” available.   
Bible Byte - Mark Twain put it eloquently: “Forgiveness is the fragrance that the violet 
sheds on the heel that has crushed it”.  Like the fragrance of the flower, those words are 
for savouring.  Not only do they carry beauty, they carry wisdom too.  When 
bruised for crushed by coarse or thoughtless people, or by life’s hard knocks, our 
response should show what we are made of - or rather made in: the image and 
likeness of God.  The prophet Daniel puts it simply: To the Lord our God belong 
mercy and forgiveness (Dan 9:9) The more forgiveness becomes second nature to 
us, the more God’s nature shines through.
